Guidelines for translators



Updated 5th May 2023
The translations of the Case Conceptualization Form and associated materials must be formatted in the same way as the original English versions.  It is recommended that you use the original English versions as a template for setting up your translation and replace the English on the form with your translation.
Managing the spacing

The translation you provide may take up more or less space on the page than the English original.  When this happens you can edit the spacing to ensure that there is a smooth flow between the pages.  This can be done in the following ways:

	1 Using the spacing dialogue box on the Paragraph menu.  

Click on the arrow on the right of “Paragraph” to access this menu.

This will open the dialogue box below.
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	At the top you can correct the indentation of lines or paragraphs if they get out of alignment.

Below that you can alter the spacing between paragraphs by changing the value in the “Before” and “After” boxes.
You can also change the line spacing on the right.

You can also use this menu to see what the values are for indents and spacing on the English original
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	2 Changing the heights of the answer boxes.

To do this access the Table Layout menu illustrated on the right.

You can easily change the value of the Height of any box by using the up and down arrows.
